But we’ll see several protest marches
going down that same street between now and then. In
fact, we had one just last week (concerning guns and
school violence). At a parade, happy people gather to
affirm those who are making a positive difference in our
lives (military, firefighters, sports teams, etc.). At a pro-
test, angry people come together to confront those who
are making things worse (politicians, lobbyists, corpora-
tions, etc.). I've never seen an occasion where the same
