If all 10 sign up, 
we’ll be at 39.  Our target is 42.  If we have less 
than that, there will be a $25 per person surcharge.  
Better to get another 3 people than pay an extra 
$900.  If you know someone who is thinking of 
coming, please give them a nudge.  We have to 
work our roster out before our February 28th plan-
ning session.   If we have to cancel the trip, every-
one gets their money back (even the deposit). This 
trip includes 5 days, 4 nights (3 full days in Wash-
ington), 4 breakfasts, 3 dinners, tours, etc., with a 
train option.  Our pre-trip meeting will be Sunday 
February 28, at 2PM in the Boutin Center.  It’s a 
great excursion for the money.

THOUGHT FOR THE WEEK 
Was Jesus really tempted?  Anyone who has ever 
struggled with drugs, alcohol, gambling, weight, etc. 
knows what temptation is.  It’s hard to say NO, to turn 
your back on the instant gratification being offered for 
the sake of some distant reward.  We think of Jesus 
as that perfect human being, always in charge, never 
doubting, never questioning. How could He be tempt-
ed?  And yet, wouldn’t immunity to temptation make 
him less than human (actually, more than human). 
The Bible says He was fully human. And human be-
ings are tempted!  This means Jesus must have wor-
ried about material things, like food.  I’m sure He also 
wondered if He was making progress; if his  message 
was getting out there and making a difference?  And 
I’m sure He wanted to make sure that the Father was 
pleased with His efforts.  These are the things we are 
tempted to take care of for ourselves (instead of leav-

ing them to God’.). We easily get obsessed with tak-
ing care of our needs and wants, we try to make sure 
others accept and like us, and we see to it that we 
always have something to show for our efforts.  Jesus 
knew that the devil offered a quick solution to all of 
these concerns.  He also knew these solutions were 
not what the Father had in mind.  And so, He em-
ployed the perfect strategy to resist temptation (and 
showed us how it is done): you link each of these 
temptations back to God: you don’t need to turn stone 
to bread when you know that God provides.  You 
don’t need to rule the world when God gives you the 
skills and opportunities to make a difference. You 
don’t need to test God’s love when He’s always been 
there for you.  The devil may lead you into temptation; 
God can always lead you out!
