THOUGHT FOR THE WEEK
God’s Business Model. This weekend’s Scripture
readings are hard to relate to. In the first, we see God
forgiving an outright rebellion. Not only does He not pun-
ish them, He promises them prosperity and a long pos-
terity. In the second, Paul explains how he himself had
declared war on Jesus and was determined to extermi-
nate His followers. He marvels at how Jesus, instead of
exterminating him, turned him into one of His most effec-
tive evangelizers. But the gospel is even more outra-
geous. Which one of us would leave 99 sheep in the
wilderness to run after a stray? Why would you risk los-
ing the 997 It is not smart business sense. It's like leav-
ing your store unattended to run down the street after a
shoplifter. What will you find when you return? And the
woman who lost a coin? The party she throws will cost
more than the coin she recovered. But the “Prodigal

Son” takes the cake. The kid runs off with half his dad’s
estate and blows it all away. Crawling back broke and
desperate, he gets no lecture, no consequences, not
even a chance to apologize. Even the older brother has
trouble understanding his father’s reasoning: why didn’t
the father disown him or impose some harsh conditions?
We are apt to think like the son: cut your losses and
move on. But God thinks differently: every single person
is precious to Him. Whether it's a discouraged Hebrew,
a misguided Pharisee, a sheep with a mind of it's own,
someone obsessed with material wealth or an immature
lad seeking freedom and pleasure, they are all worth
saving. If God had followed our “business model”, Je-
sus would have never come and we’d all be out there
lost, worshipping idols or feeding pigs. We should be so
grateful that God sees things differently!
