THOUGHT FOR THE WEEK and reason. His presence cannot be known by the senses.

Did you miss it? We have not received Holy Communion
from the chalice since last November. | was disappointed; it
felt like something was missing. The bishop reasoned that
cold and flu season was not a time to be sharing germs. Can’t
argue with that! I've been impatiently waiting for Holy Thurs-
day! The risk has now passed and in ten days, we “get back
to normal”. Before we do, Bishop Peter would like us to re-
view the Church’s teaching on the Eucharist so that we might
deepen our appreciation for this precious gift from our Lord. In
fact, the Eucharist is the most precious gift we have ever re-
ceived from God. It is also the greatest sign of our identity and
unity as His Church. When we gather at the Lord’s Table, we
not only intimately unite ourselves to our Risen Lord but we
also strengthen our bond as his community, as his Body.
Therefore, the Church urges us to receive Holy Communion at
every Mass so as to further experience and express this unity.
And the Church wants us to remember that we are receiving
not only the body and blood of the Lord, but also His soul and
divinity: the Son of the Living God! This real presence of
Christ in the Eucharist challenges human understanding, logic

That’s why the Church Fathers have warned us that those who
rely solely on their senses will only see and taste bread and
wine. Our faith in the words of Christ who declares them to be
His Body and Blood brings us beyond the realm of the senses,
to the very truth revealed by God. That's why we can say
AMEN when offered the consecrated host and the vessel with
the Lord’s Blood. Going beyond appearances, we unquestion-
ingly accept that these are indeed the Body and Blood of our
Savior. By the way, Bishop Peter reminds us that we have not
been deprived of the Blood of the Lord during these past four
months. We are receiving the Living Christ: He is completely
present in either element. Even though the celebrant says
“This is my Body” or “This is my Blood”, one who receives only
one of the species receives the “entire Christ”. It is just that
receiving under both forms deepens our experience and more
faithfully accommodates the Lord’s directive to “Take and
eat... Take and drink!” I'm looking forward to Holy Thursday.
