THOUGHT FOR THE WEEK

A Church Without Priests. As you are well
aware, we are running low on priests. Sooner or lat-
er, we will no longer be able to merge and twin parish-
es. That's because the size of the congregation and
the distances between churches will be too great a
challenge for our aging clergy. So what do we do?
Do we have monthly Mass and weekly Communion
Services? Do we build “mega-churches and hope the
people will travel to them? Do we develop a whole
new form of liturgy that does not require priests?
None of the above are really acceptable. The Catho-
lic Church is Eucharistic by nature and by Divine pre-
cept. Our Eucharistic Lord is at the center of what we
do and who we are. All of the other sacraments and
the entire prayer life of the Church flow from the Eu-
charistic Sacrifice. And you can’t have Mass without

priests. The Lord commissioned the apostles, who
set aside bishops and presbyters and, in turn, or-
dained them to lead the congregation in worship and
make the Lord present in the Eucharist. Doing away
with the Eucharist or making it less available would be
working against God’s Plan and the very nature of the
Church. We simply need more priests! | guess active
priests will have to show more zeal and more joy in
their ministry; parents and grandparents will have to
encourage their young men to see priesthood as a
meaningful and desirable vocation;
parish communities will have to re-
establish a culture where priesthood
is seen as a noble calling and essen-
tial to the spiritual health of the
Church. Boy, do we have our work
cut out for us!!!
