Snow Cancelation: we don’t cancel Mass be-
cause of snow. As long as there is one person
in church besides the priest, we can have
* Mass. The rectory is just a few feet from the
church (in Franklin). Tilton is just 3 miles away.
Parking: We will clean our lots as soon as possible
after a storm. Please be careful on the walkways and
driveways.
Handicap Access: There are a half dozen handicap
spaces at each Church. Please leave them for those
who need them and please park so that you don’t take
up more than one space. Use the ramp to enter the
church: it’s the first thing we salt & sand!
Entrances: most of our entrances are cement or gran-
ite. Both surfaces are slippery and hard to keep safe.
Watch your step! If you find icy spots, tell someone or
spread sand or salt. There is a bucket inside every
doorway.
