How To Make a Report of Sexual Abuse 
Child sexual abuse is a crime in the State of New 
Hampshire and the Church.  New Hampshire law 
requires that anyone who has reason to suspect a 
child is being or has been abused, neglected must 
make a report to the Division for Children, Youth 
& Families (“DCYF”) of the State of New Hamp-
shire, 1-800-894-5533.  Any person who suspects 
or alleges child abuse on the part of a priest, dea-
con, employee, or volunteer of a parish, school, or 
institution of the Diocese of Manchester is also en-
couraged to make a report to the Office for Minis-
terial Conduct, 603-669-3100.  Church personnel - 
clergy, paid employees, and volunteers—have addi-
tional reporting requirements if they believe that 
Church personnel have sexually abused a child.  To 
learn more about the reporting requirements, see 
Mary Ellen Shaw, the safe environment coordina-
tors for our parish or the diocesan website under 
Child Safety :  www.catholicchurchnh.org.

THOUGHT FOR THE WEEK 

Why did Jesus die? If you said: so that we could get 
to heaven! you’d be wrong!  If you said: to show us 
how much God loves us, you’d be wrong again!  All 
three of this Sunday’s readings give us the real rea-
son: so that our sins could be forgiven.  Last Sunday 
afternoon, I spent 1 İ hours hearing confessions in 
Laconia.  Most of my penitents had been to confes-
sion within the previous month.  It’s clear they knew 
what Easter was all about.  How about us?  How 
many of us have sought the Lord’s forgiveness within 
the past month, year, decade?  The greatest evil in 
Jesus’ day was not Roman occupation , slavery, ill-
ness or even harassment by the Jewish authorities; it 
was selfishness.  When our life is reduced to “what’s 
in it for me?” we limit our possibilities and we close in 
our ourselves.  We are actually working against God!   
 

 
It is God’s plan that we become all that we can be and 
help others do the same.  When we put ourselves 
first, we put a stick in the wheels.  The social order 
breaks down; society is headed in the wrong direc-
tion.  Jesus came to turn things around, to get us 
headed back towards God and each other.  But it has-
n’t been easy.  He had to convince us of the need to 
change and get us to take the first step (confession).  
So Jesus spent his whole life showing us what a life 
oriented towards God and others would be like. Then, 
through his Passion, He let us see the cruel conse-
quences of continuing our downward spiral.  He 
hoped that the contrast would bring us to our senses, 
to our knees.  If we’re still too proud to ask for for-
giveness, it’s no wonder we’re still questioning why 
Jesus had to die.
